Step 1: Register and request your absentee ballot

To request an absentee ballot, complete a Federal Post Card
Application (FPCA) in the State or territory where you are a legal
resident. The FPCA also acts as your voter registration form.

For the November 2014 election, send in your FPCA by August 1,
2014.

Step 3: Return your voted ballot

How to return your voted ballot by mail

Follow the instructions provided by your local election official to mark
your ballot and complete any other forms.

To send your ballot by mail, choose one of these options:

Send it through the diplomatic pouches at some U.S. embassies
and consulates. You must contact your embassy or consulate
prior to using this service.

If you have not received your State ballot by October 4, use the Federal

In most cases you can only use the FWAB to vote for Federal
offices: President/Vice President, U.S. Senator, U.S.
Representative, Delegate or Resident Commissioner.
Some States allow voting for some State and local offices.
Some States also use FWAB for registration and ballot request.

Know the deadline. The date when your local election office must
receive your completed FWAB is set by each state.

If you are living or serving in an area where mail delivery is
unreliable, you can submit a FWAB any time after requesting your
ballot.

After 10 days before the election,
members and their families may still register up until
noon on Election Day if the voter was absent from
Indiana before the registration deadline, returns to
Indiana after the registration deadline, and shows the
county election office a discharge or a government
movement order dated on or after the beginning of the
last registration period.

Voting your ballot

Voted ballots mailed from within the U.S. must
be received by the county election official
before the close of polls on Election Day.

Voted ballots mailed from outside the U.S. must
be postmarked no later than Election Day and
received by the county election official no later
than noon 10 days after the election.

No witness or notary is required on voted ballots.

Voted ballots may be returned by mail, email or fax. If
you received your ballot by mail, return it by mail, if
possible. If doing so is not possible, you may return it by
email or fax by following the instructions mailed with
your ballot.

To email your voted ballot, you may return it directly to
your county election office or you may send it as an
attachment to the DoD Electronic Transmission Service
at: ets@fvap.gov with instructions to forward the email to
your county election office.

To fax your voted ballot use FPCA fax instructions under
"How and Where to Submit Your FPCA."

Overseas Uniformed Service members should request to
have the Prepaid Mail Label 11-DOD applied to their
ballot materials at Military Postal Office locations
(APO/FPO). This label provides free express mail service
to your local election official for voted ballots mailed on
or before the general election date.

Ballot request by proxy

Within 70 days of a general election, your spouse,
parent, parent-in-law, adult brother, adult sister or adult
child who resides in your Iowa county of voting
residence, may request an absentee ballot on your
behalf from the local election office. These proxy
requests must be on the official form, available from
local election offices and the Iowa Secretary of State.

Late registration

Uniformed Service members who have been discharged
within 30 days of an election, and their families, may
register and vote in that election by providing the local
election office with their discharge papers.

Voting by citizens who have never lived in the U.S.

If a U.S. citizen outside the U.S. has never lived in the U.S.
and either parent is a qualified Iowa voter, then that
person is eligible to register and vote where his or her
parent is a qualified voter.

A family member (spouse or domestic partner, parent,
sibling, child, stepparent, stepchild, stepsister,
stepbrother, in-law, grandparent, grandchild,
step-grandparent, step-grandchild, guardian or former
guardian) may make a written request for an absentee
ballot on your behalf. The request must be signed by the
family member and indicate the family relationship. The
request may be made to the State elections official either
in-person, by mail or fax. The State elections official may
mail the ballot directly to you or issue the ballot to the
family member who must deliver the ballot to you.

You may designate a third person (other than an
immediate family member) to receive the ballot on your
behalf by submitting a signed application or written
request by mail or fax to the election office. The elections
official must issue the ballot to the designee who must
then deliver the ballot to you. You must have the ballot
return envelope signed by a notary public, a clerk of
courts or two other individuals (one of whom may be the
ballot carrier).

The Federal Post Card Application (FPCA) permanently
registers you to vote and requests absentee ballots for
all Federal elections held through one calendar year of a
regularly scheduled general election. If you indicate your
"return is not certain" in Block 1 on the FPCA, your
application will serve as a temporary registration for
Federal elections only.

If you submit your FPCA by the 20th day before the
election, you will receive a full ballot, unless you
indicated your return is not certain. FPCAs received after
this date will be issued a ballot for Federal contests only.

Complete the following blocks of the FPCA

Block 1 Select the category that describes you.
By checking that you are a U.S. citizen
residing outside the United States, and
your return is not certain, you are
eligible to receive a Federal ballot only.

Block 2 To vote in primary elections, you must
enter your political party affiliation. If
you want to change your political party
affiliation, submit a completed FPCA
indicating your new party preference to
the local election official.

A U.S. citizen who has never resided in the U.S. and
whose parent is qualified to vote in Wyoming is eligible
to register to vote and may vote in Wyoming.

Voting your ballot

Voted ballots must be received by the local election
official by the close of polls on Election Day.

No witness or notary is required on voted ballots. Voted
ballots must be returned by mail.

Overseas Uniformed Service members should request to
have the Prepaid Mail Label 11-DOD applied to their
ballot materials at Military Postal Office locations
(APO/FPO). This label provides free express mail service
to your local election official for voted ballots mailed on
or before the general election date. You retain a portion

As a Voting Assistance Officer (VAO), you are part of a worldwide
network of military members, U.S. government employees and
volunteers who aid in ensuring that citizens covered under the Uniforme

Help citizens vote

VAOs provide citizens with accurate and nonpartisan voting information
and assistance.

Help citizens fill out the FPCA according to their State's specific
requirements. Remind them to include an email address, phone
and/or fax number so that the local election offices may contact
them, if needed. (See , page 460)Help voters
Help family members, include voting information at family events;
work with Family
Readiness programs or spouse clubs.
Refer local residents to the Installation Voter Assistance (IVA)
Office for local registration (see ,Additional assistance for voters
page 468).

Promote voter awareness

Put notices on bulletin boards to increase awareness of how to
register and vote. Popular locations include base housing, gyms,
exchanges and commissaries.

Keep an adequate supply of FPCAs for all unit members and their
families. As a VAO, you are required to send FPCAs to all unit
members and their families by January 15th of each year and all
potential voters by July 15, 2014 (see Dates for the November

, page 460).2014 Election
Additionally, ensure you have enough forms for year-round
registration, absentee ballot requests and change-of-address
requests for citizens deploying, returning from deployments,
moving or PCSing.
Keep an adequate supply of FWABs on hand year-round for
citizens to use in case they do not receive their official State
absentee ballot (see , pageKeeping voting supplies on hand
465).

Manage your program

Create or continue a Continuity Folder (see ,Continuity Folder
page 470).
List your contact information in your installation directory for
referrals.
Work with your Installation Commander to assign an Assistant
Voting Assistance Officer to help with your duties as VAO and
support voters in your absence.
If you serve in an Installation Voter Assistance Office, a handbook
for Office personnel is available in the VAO section of .FVAP.gov

Share your good ideas

After each Federal election, the Services and Department of State issue
After-Action Reports that include good ideas submitted by VAOs to
improve the absentee voting process.

Good ideas are processes and procedures that help the citizens you
assist and help you to perform your duties. Good ideas enhance lines of
communication among VAOs at all levels and enable you to improve
your voting assistance efforts.

Your good ideas may come from:

Personal experiences
Assessments, audits and appraisals
Training evaluations
Operational Readiness Reviews
Voting activities, such as registration drives

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A voting residence establishes the
jurisdiction to which the citizen must
submit voting materials.

Determining voting residency

To vote in U.S. elections, citizens must have a legal voting residence
address in a State or territory. The issue of voting residence can be
complex, depending on individual circumstances. Even in States where
laws clearly define criteria for determining voting residence, the final
determination is generally up to each local election office.

Asking citizens the following questions may help advise them on
voting residence:

Where have you registered to vote or voted?
What State or territory has issued you a Driver's License, any
other license or identification card?
Where is your motor vehicle registered?
Where is your home or home of record?
What State or territory are you from?
Where did you live before coming here?
Where did you live immediately before leaving the United States?
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Email addresses for VAOs at
embassies/consulates can be found
on page 479.

Want information on candidates? 
Visit your State election website
where candidate information may be
available 30 days before the election.
(Links are available at ).FVAP.gov

Where does your family live?
Where do your parents live?
Where do you own property?
What State do you claim for tax residency?

For voting purposes, "legal voting residence" can be in the State or
territory where the citizen last resided prior to entering military service o
 the State or territory that the citizen has since claimed as their legalr

residence.

Even though the citizen may no longer maintain formal ties to that
residence, the address determines their proper voting jurisdiction. To
claim a new legal residence, the citizen must have simultaneous physical
presence and intend to return to that location as their primary
residence.

Military and their family members may change their legal residence
every time they change permanent duty stations, or they may retain
their legal residence. This may mean that the family's Uniformed Service
member has a different legal voting residence than his/her family
members.

Citizens should consult a Judge Advocate General officer or legal
counsel before changing legal residence, because there are usually
other factors that should be considered besides voting.

Helping citizens to complete the Federal Post Card
Application (FPCA)

The FPCA can be used by Uniformed Service members, theirqualified
family membersand overseas citizens to simultaneously register to vote
and request an absentee ballot. As a VAO, you should help citizens
correctly complete their FPCAs if requested. Local election officials
determine the citizen's eligibility to vote based on information provided
on this application. Citizens should include all contact information
(email, telephone, fax and/or mailing address) on their FPCA and submit
it early enough for election officials to contact them if there are
problems processing the application.

Check that FPCAs are filled out correctly.

All information required by the State

If citizens receive their State absentee ballot after submitting the
FWAB, they should vote and return the ballot immediately. If the
State absentee ballot arrives by the ballot return deadline, the State
will count the State absentee ballot instead of the FWAB.

To use the FWAB, citizens must have applied for a State ballot
before the State's ballot request deadline.
The FWAB may be used to vote for Federal offices in primary,
general, special or runoff elections.
Some States have expanded the use of the FWAB and accept the
FWAB for voting for State and local offices, or allow the FWAB to
be used for voter registration and ballot request. Please see State

Tips for using the FWAB

Citizens who have not received a requested State ballot in time to
return it before the election should immediately complete and
send the FWAB to their local election office. FVAP recommends
voters use a FWAB if they have not received their State ballot
within 30 days of the election.
The FWAB must be received by the local election office no later
than the ballot return deadline for that election.
The transmittal envelope must be signed and dated (and the
witness or signature must be included if required by that State).

Conduct voter outreach events

Each Federal election year (every even-numbered year), FVAP works
with the Uniformed Services and the Department of State to promote
voter registration and absentee voting by conducting Voting Emphasis
Weeks.

Use media outlets to encourage people to return their State
ballot or the FWAB. Run stories in your base newspapers.
Enlist the help of other VAOs, local election officials or overseas
citizen organizations to conduct events to encourage people to
return their absentee ballots.
Put up posters that tell people how to reach you for help. Hang
voting banners near base entrances or having a voting slogan
displayed on base marquees.
Run voting PSAs at the base theater.
Hold unit or installation "Voting Days" where computer terminals
are set up for the express purpose of receiving, printing, and
where allowed, returning ballots electronically.

Keep voting supplies on hand

Maintaining an adequate supply of voting materials is an essential
function of every VAO. Voting materials include the FPCA and FWAB
forms, motivational posters, voting banners, and brochures. To order
more materials, follow the instructions below.

Additional assistance for voters

The Uniformed Services have extensive chains of command to provide
voting support for military members and their families.

Installation Commanding Officer (CO)

The Installation CO oversees all voting assistance for the installation.
The Installation Voter Assistance Office and Installation Voting
Assistance Officer report directly to the CO for all voting-related tasks.
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COs are requested by FVAP to make opening statements at FVAP
workshops and facilitate travel arrangements for VAOs to attend
workshops at surrounding installations.

Installation Voting Assistance Officer (IVAO)

The IVAO acts as a focal point on military installations in coordinating
voting assistance support. IVAOs should maintain a roster of all unit
VAOs on the installation, establish communications with VAOs, and
provide necessary materials and support. IVAOs coordinate FVAP
workshops with organizations from their installation and surrounding
installations.

Installation Voter Assistance (IVA) Office Personnel

These are people who staff the IVA Office. They provide assistance to
military personnel, eligible family members, as well as civilian personnel
and other civilians who have access to the office. They provide written
instruction on voter registration and absentee ballot procedures and
report directly to the installation commander. These individuals can be
contacted with questions regarding local voting.

Legal Assistance Officer

This officer can be contacted with legal questions, such as determining
voter residency. Often known as a JAG (Judge Advocate General)
officer.

Public Affairs/Information Officer

Contact this officer to ensure that voting information is included in
installation or unit publications.

Inspector General (IG)

The IG is required by Federal law to periodically review voting
assistance programs to ensure compliance with DoD and Service
directives and regulations.

Personnel/Human Resources Officer

Contact this officer to ensure that all newly reporting personnel and
naturalized U.S. citizens are provided FPCAs and voting assistance.

Publications, Supply or Distribution Officer

This officer ensures that VAOs receive FPCAs, FWABs and other voting
materials.

Officers-in-Charge

These officers of exchanges, commissaries, special services activities,
medical and dental facilities, education centers, family centers, etc. can
coordinate the display of voting materials for Armed Forces Voters
Week and Absentee Voting Week.

Legal guidelines

VAOs must not provide partisan voting information from candidates,
political parties or partisan organizations. Military VAOs may receive
questions from voters regarding whether they can distribute and/or
display partisan materials at the military installations. VAOs should
consult their Commanding Officer for their interpretation of DoD
Directive 1344.10 Political Activities by Members of the Armed Forces

VAOs can advise citizens on locating information on candidates and
issues using national, local and Service newspapers, magazines, radio,
television, political party and campaign committee offices, overseas
newspapers and periodicals, and State election websites.

Continuity folder

Continuity of your program is important for you, your assistant, your
organization and your successor. Create and maintain a Continuity
Folder for your reference and to ensure that your successor understands
what he or she is supposed to do. It should provide basic details on
absentee voting procedures and contain anything that may help your
backup or successor. Your folder should also provide a quick
orientation of VAO voting responsibilities. It can be in the form of a
notebook, file folder, or an online community folder. Make sure it is
readily available to other VAOs and assistants.

Good ideas and lessons learned

Questions for all UOCAVA voters

Do I have to be registered to vote absentee?

Registration requirements vary from State to State. Most States and territories require registration to vote absentee.
Voter registration and absentee ballot request can be done at the same time by submitting the Federal Post Card
Application (FPCA). If you are already registered to vote and only wish to request a ballot, you should submit your
FPCA as soon as possible.

Where do I send my Voter Registration/Absentee Ballot Request?

Your request form must be completed, printed, signed, dated and mailed directly to your local election official. Some
States allow your request to be faxed or emailed to your local election office. These officials will handle the processing
and distribution of your absentee ballots and may need to contact you for further information or clarification. To
facilitate this process, please provide a current email address, phone and fax number on your application.

When mailing election materials to my state or territory, do I have to pay postage?

When mailed from any U.S. post office, U.S. embassy or consulate, or APO/FPO mail facility, the hardcopy FPCA form
is postage-paid. In order to receive free postage, the online version of the form must be mailed in an envelope printed
with our postage-paid envelope template. You may mail the completed form in an envelope with proper postage
affixed. Ensure that your form is postmarkedand sent to arrive before your State's specific deadline. You must pay
postage if the materials are mailed from a non-U.S. postal facility.

It is recommended that voted ballots be mailed from your location outside the U.S. rather than be given to another
individual to be placed in the U.S. postal system. If the ballot is postmarked from any location inside the U.S. your local
election official may not count your ballot.

What is a postmark and how do I make sure I get one?

A postmark is a postal marking made on a piece of mail indicating the date and time that the item was accepted by
the postal service. Postmarks are used to determine if voting materials have been mailed by State deadlines. Due to
varying mail pick up times, the day you 'mail' your election mail may not be the day the postal facility postmarks it.

You may ask the mail clerk to hand stamp the election material so that a date is clearly visible. In certain situations a
handwritten postmark and signature from you or a notarizing official may be sufficient.

When is the best time to apply for an absentee ballot?

We recommend that you register to vote/request an absentee ballot in January of each year, or at least 90 days before
Election Day.

Must I submit a separate application for each election?

A citizen usually does not need to submit a separate application for each election. To ensure that you receive
absentee ballots for allThe length of time an application is good for varies by State. Most accept the Federal Post Card
Application (FPCA) as a request for all Federal office elections for the calendar year in which it was submitted. To
ensure that you receive absentee ballots for all elections in which you are eligible to vote, we recommend that you
submit a new FPCA in January of each year and whenever you have a new mailing address. If you are requesting an
absentee ballot for a specific election, note in Block 9 the election for which you are requesting the ballot, i.e.,
"Primary (or Special, or General) election only".

Refer to the individual State Pages in Chapter 2 for additional information about State and territory requirements.
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When should I receive my ballot? What happens if I do not receive a ballot from my local election office?

States and territories begin mailing ballots at least 45 days before an election. If you have not received your ballot 30
days before the election, contact your local election official.

If you have requested an absentee ballot from your State but have not received it, you can also vote by using the
backup Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot (FWAB). You may submit the FWAB at any time after you submit your FPCA.

In order to be eligible to use this backup ballot, you must:

Be absent from your voting residence;
Have applied for a regular ballot early enough so the request is received by the appropriate local election
official not later than the State deadline; or the date that is 30 days before the general election; AND
Have not received the requested regular absentee ballot from the State.

If you have not received your ballot one month before the election:

Go to FVAP.gov and see what online ballot delivery tools are available for your state.
Use the FWAB assistant available at FVAP.gov to complete a backup ballot and submit it to your local election
official. If you cannot access FVAP.gov, you can obtain a hardcopy of the form from your Voting Assistance
Officer at militaryinstallations or at U.S. embassies/consulates.
Contact your local election official to determine the status of your ballot. Contact information is available at
FVAP.gov.
When you receive your regular absetntee ballot, complete it and return it regardless of when you receive it.
Your local election official will ensure that only one of the ballots is counted.

All FWABs must be completed, printed, signed, dated, and submitted to your local election official. Check out your
State's instructions to determine your state specific instructions, witness requirements for voted ballots, deadlines, and
mailing addresses.

Questions for Uniformed Services/Family Members

Can I vote absentee?

You can vote absentee in local, State and federal elections if you are a U.S. citizen 18 years or older and are an active
duty member of the Armed Forces, Merchant Marine, Public Health Service, NOAA, a family member of the above, or
a U.S. citizen residing outside the United States.

Where is my "legal voting residence"?

For voting purposes, "legal voting residence" can be the State or territory where you last resided prior to entering
military service OR the State or territory that you have since claimed as your legal residence.

Even though you may no longer maintain formal ties to that residence, the address determines your proper voting
jurisdiction. To claim a new legal residence, you must have simultaneous physical presence and the intent to return to
that location as your primary residence.

Military and their family members may change their legal residence every time they change permanent duty stations,
or they may retain their legal residence without change. This may mean that the family's Uniformed Service member
has a different legal voting residence than his/her family members. A Judge Advocate General officer or legal counsel
should be consulted before legal residence is changed because there are usually other factors that should be
considered besides voting.

My family members are not in the military; can they also vote absentee?

Yes. Eligible spouses and dependents (U.S. citizens, 18 years or older) of military personnel may vote absentee. Some
States allow children of military personnel residing overseas who are U.S. citizens but who have never resided in the
U.S. to claim one of their U.S. citizen parent's legal state of residence as their own.

How do I register to vote or request an absentee ballot?
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You may register and request an absentee ballot with a single form: The Federal Post Card Application. This
application form is accepted by all States and territories and is postage- paid in the U.S. mail, including the Military
Postal System and State Department Pouch mail. Hard copies of the form can be obtained from your installation's
Voting Assistance Officer or requested directly from the Federal Voting Assistance Program by contacting us.

An online version of the FPCA is also available. The online version of the form must be mailed in an envelope with
proper postage, or mailed using our prepaid return envelope. Your request form must be completed, printed, signed,
dated and mailed directly to your local election official.

Can I vote in-person where I am stationed?

Military members may vote in the U.S. State or territory where stationed if they change their legal residence to that
State or territory, even if they live on a military installation. Be advised that there may be legal obligations, such as
taxation, if you change your State of residence. Therefore, consult a Judge Advocate General officer or legal counsel
before making such a decision.

Currently there are no provisions for personnel stationed outside the U.S. to vote in-person where stationed.

Questions for Overseas Citizens

Can I vote absentee?

You may vote absentee in any election for federal office if you are a U.S. citizen 18 years or older and are a U.S. citizen
residing outside the United States. Only certain States allows U.S. citizens who have never resided in the United States
to vote. For more information, go to: FVAP.gov.

If I do not maintain a legal residence in the U.S., what is my "legal state of residence"?

Your "legal state of residence" for voting purposes is the State or territory where you last resided immediately prior to
your departure from the United States. This applies to overseas citizens even though you may not have property or
other ties in your last State of residence and your intent to return to that State may be uncertain.

When completing block 7 of the request form, be sure to enter the entire mailing address of your last residence,
including rural route and number. That address determines your proper voting jurisdiction.

Some States allow children of U.S. citizens residing overseas who are U.S. citizens but who have never resided in the
U.S., to claim one of their parent's legal State of residence as their own.

How do I register to vote, or apply for an absentee ballot?

You may register and request an absentee ballot with a single form: The Federal Post Card Application. This
application form is accepted by all states and territories and is postage- paid in the U.S. mail, including the Military
Postal System and State Department Pouch mail. Hard copies of the form can be obtained from a U.S. embassy or
consulate or requested directly from the Federal Voting Assistance Program by contacting us.

An online version of the FPCA is also available. The online version of the form must be mailed in an envelope with
proper postage, or mailed using our prepaid return envelope. Your request form must be completed, printed, signed,
dated and mailed directly to your local election official.

Can I register or vote in-person at the embassy or consulate?

There are no provisions for in-person voting or onsite registration at U.S. embassies or consulates. U.S. embassy and
consular officials can assist U.S. citizens in completing the Voter Registration/Absentee Ballot Request form or other
election materials for their state, witness election materials (if required), and provide other absentee voting
information.

You may mail election materials from U.S. embassies and consulates. Remember to make sure that all election material
is postmarked.

Can my selection in Block 1 of the Federal Post Card Application or Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot affect my U.S.
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citizenship?

No, the U.S. Department of State confirms that residing abroad without a set date and intent to return to a particular
State or to any State is not a potentially expatriating act that could result in loss of U.S. citizenship. Checking "I am a
U.S. citizen residing

outside the United States, and my return is not certain" will not result in loss of your U.S. citizenship. Persons who wish
to renounce U.S. citizenship abroad must take an oath of renunciation before a U.S. diplomatic or consular officer at a
U.S. embassyor consulate abroad.

Does voter registration affect my tax status?

Voting for candidates for federal offices does not affect your federal or State tax liability. Voting for candidates for
State or local offices could affect your state income tax liability depending on the laws of your State. If you are
concerned how your response may affect your State tax status, consult legal counsel, a U.S. tax advisor, or your State
tax authorities.

Questions for Election Officials

 Voter Information:
Can the Federal Post Card Application (FPCA) and Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot (FWAB) be used by citizens
within the United States?

Yes. Uniformed service members who are absent from their local voting jurisdiction due to their service and their
dependents who are absent with them may use the FPCA and FWAB even if they are currently within the United
States. All other citizens within the United States should follow traditional State voter registration and absentee ballot
request procedures.

How can I look up a voter's address?

FVAP is able to look up active duty military members' addresses for election officials. Election officials should submit
requests to FVAP via email ( ) or fax (800-368-8683) and include the name of the requester, the votingvote@fvap.gov
jurisdiction, as well as the citizen's full name, date of birth, and the last four digits of his/her Social Security Number.

What if a voter from another State wants to apply for a ballot using an FPCA through our office?

If a  voter that resides in another State wants to apply for an FPCA through your office, you can provide theUOCAVA
voter with a blank form but should clarify that he/she will need to submit the form and cast a ballot in the voter's home
State of residence. Voters who are not clear on this information can visit the www.FVAP.gov website which provides
step-by-step instructions on filling out the FPCA for all 55 States and territories.

What assistance can we provide the voter that has not received a ballot?

If a voter has requested an absentee ballot but has not received one close to Election Day, the voter can fill out the
back-up FWAB. This ballot can be found on the FVAP website under the voter's specific State of voter registration: ww
w.FVAP.gov

Who is covered under UOCAVA?

U.S. Citizens,18 years or older, and are an active duty member of the Armed Forces, Merchant Marine, Public Health
Service, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) Commissioned Corps, eligible family
members (U.S. citizens, 18 years or older) of military personnel or a U.S. Citizen residing outside the United States are
covered by UOCAVA.

Can a person who was born overseas to US parents, and has never lived in the US still participate in the election
process?

Yes, some States allow children of military personnel or U.S. Citizens residing overseas, but who have never resided in
the U.S., to claim one of their U.S. citizen parents' legal State of residence as their own. FVAP has a current list of States
that allow these citizens to vote absentee: .http://www.fvap.gov/citizen-voter/reside
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What is a "legal voting residence"?

For voting purposes, "legal voting residence" can be the State or territory where the voter last resided prior to
entering military service OR the State or territory that the voter claims as legal residence. Even though the voter may
no longer maintain formal ties to that residence, the address determines the voter's proper voting jurisdiction. Military
personnel and their family members may change their legal residence every time they change permanent duty
stations, or they may retain their legal residence without change. This may mean that the family's Uniformed Service
member has a different legal voting residence than his/her family members.

Can a voter cast a ballot in-person where he/she is stationed?

Military members may vote in the U.S. State or territory where stationed if they change their legal residence to that
State or territory, even if they live on a military installation. Those voters are not entitled to the legal protections
provided by UOCAVA because they are not absent.

How does FVAP provide UOCAVA voters with information on upcoming elections in their States?

FVAP offers electronic  that are timely emails that keep local election officials and voters informed aboutVoter Alerts
election dates, important deadlines throughout the absentee voting process, changes to State laws that affect how
voters may request and cast their ballots, and other crucial absentee voting information.

Processing Forms:

Should I process FPCAs received after the MOVE Act's 45-day deadline for sending UOCAVA ballots?

Yes. You should process all FPCAs submitted before your State's absentee ballot request deadline for votersUOCAVA 
and send out a ballot as quickly as possible.

Which should I count if a voter submitted both a State absentee ballot and a FWAB?

When both a State absentee ballot and a FWAB are submitted prior to the State ballot-receipt deadline, the State
absentee ballot should be counted.

Why did a voter write in candidates for State and local offices on the FWAB?

In addition to voting in federal elections, some States allow voters to use the FWAB to vote in State and localUOCAVA 
elections. Check your State's guidelines for information on which elections military, their eligible family members and
overseas voters may participate.

Can the postage indicia be used for non-UOCAVA Ballots?

No.

Ballot Transmission:

Can the MOVE Act's 45-day deadline be moved from Saturday to Monday?

No. The 45-day deadline for a Tuesday election will fall on a Saturday, but there is no provision in federal law for that
deadline to slip to the next business day, even though that may be allowed in State law.

Can the postage-paid indicia be used for international mail?

UOCAVA balloting materials can be sent as free postage paid via First-Class Mail as authorized by 39 USC 3406 by
election officials to all  citizens. These balloting materials include the Federal Post Card Application (FPCA),UOCAVA
the Federal Write-In Absentee Ballot (FWAB), and State balloting materials, including letters acknowledging
registration and State absentee ballots.
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NOTE: It is important to remind  citizens when returning balloting materials to you, the free postage-paidUOCAVA
indicia can only be used if mailing from a U.S. Post Office, the Military Postal Service Agency (APO/FPO), or U.S.
Diplomatic Pouch Mail. Materials sent by voters deposited in a foreign mail system or via common carrier (such as
FedEx, DHL or UPS) must pay the rate for that service themselves.

How can I use the Electronic Transmission Service (ETS)?

FVAP's ETS service enables election officials to transmit and receive election materials via fax to and from citiUOCAVA 
zens at no cost. Election officials fax the materials to FVAP's toll-free fax number and FVAP will fax the election
materials to the citizen. FVAP also provides a fax-to-email conversion if the voter does not have a faxUOCAVA 
machine available.

How can I get a ballot to a voter that has an email address that removes PDFs and hyperlinks?

Some governmental email servers remove hyperlinks and attachments. Try getting an alternative email address from
the voter as a backup. The Department of Defense has a file transfer service that can be used to save a file securely to
someone with a (.mil) or (.gov) email address. Contact FVAP for more information.

U.S. Embassy and Consulate Email
Addresses
U.S. embassies and consulates can provide American citizens with voting forms and information about absentee
voting, and can mail voter registration and absentee ballot request forms, and voted ballots back to the United States.
Embassies and consulates can also advise voters on local mailing options and estimated mail transit times. In addition,
the embassy or consulate can notarize or witness voting materials (if required by the State) free of charge. American
citizens cannot vote in person at U.S. embassies or consulates, nor can embassies or consulates receive mail or blank
ballots on behalf of voters.
