GUIDE TO REQUIREMENTS FOR PERMITTING LAND DISTURBANCES ON MCB QUANTICO:

If <2500 sq ft (232 sq.m., 0.057 acres) – no required permit, however applicable state and federal erosion and sediment control regulations may apply.  



Sites ≥2500 sq ft but <10,000 sq ft (232 sq.m., 0.057 acres):

If the site is equal to or less 2500 square feet but less than 10,000 square feet, the following is required: 

REQUIRED: Erosion and Sediment Controls – NREA Short Form Permit applies.

The NREA Short Form can be obtained from the NREA website under stormwater files or can be obtained from NREA Water Program staff. Once all items are completed, the Short Form application must be submitted to the NREA Water Program Manager for review and approval. Please allow 30 days for this process.
		

For sites ≥10,000 square feet but <1 acre, located anywhere on Base. For disturbances of this size, an Erosion and Sediment Control Plan approval must be obtained from VADEQ

Steps For obtaining an Erosion and Sediment Plan Approval From VADEQ
Step One: Develop an Erosion and Sediment Plan in accordance with state and federal regulations and laws. To do this, an engineering firm or NAVFAC will need to properly develop the required components of this plan and have an engineer stamp it. It is recommended that the NREA Water Program is included on any reviews during the design process.

Step Two: Develop a Stormwater Management Plan if required. In order to obtain a permit for this level of land disturbance, it is currently not required to submit a Stormwater Management Plan. If a Stormwater Management Plan is required, then an engineering firm or NAVFAC will need to properly develop it and have an engineer stamp the plan. It is recommended that the NREA Water Program is included on any reviews during the design process.

Step Three: Have your design firm or NAVFAC fill out the VADEQ Plan Reviewers checklist and sign it. Have a proper individual sign as the operator. Also, completely prepare the VADEQ Registration Statement and have it signed by the appropriate contractor or individual.

Step Four:  Obtain a copy of the license for the individual who will serves as the Responsible Land Disturber for the site. This should be someone who will be working for the construction contractor and will have oversite over the daily activities. If the responsible land disturber is not known at this point, it can be left off the application material. But it will need to be known and provided to NREA Water Program and VADEQ before land disturbance is to begin. Step Five: Send all application materials to the NREA Water Program for a review. Please allow for 14 days for this review. If you have included the NREA Water Program on reviews during the design process, then at the decision of the Water Program Manager, this review maybe waived. Please reach out to the NREA Water Program Manger to discuss further.

Step Six: Submit all required documents to VADEQ. For further information on how to submit to VADEQ, visit the following webpage:Stormwater - Construction | Virginia DEQ or reach out to the NREA Water Program Manager. VADEQ has 45 days to review the submittal and provide comments back. Most projects get comment letters back. It is recommended that you schedule for greater than 45 days review at VADEQ. The NREA Water Program recommends projects to plan for 120 for the review process from date of first submittal to the date that a permit issued. Please send all documents submitted to VADEQ to the NREA Water Program Manager and tag the NREA Water Program Manager into all VADEQ correspondence. VADEQ will invoice the plan review fees once completed.

Step Seven: Once a permit is issued, a copy of that permit must be given to the NREA Water Program Manager. A preconstruction meeting must be held with the NREA Water Program Manger before land disturbance begins, please schedule this at least 1 week in advance.




If ≥ 43,560 sq.ft. (4,047 sq.m., 1.00 acre) a Construction General Permit must be obtained from VADEQ. The following is components that must be developed to obtain this permit:

STEPS FOR OBTAINING A VPDES CONSTRUCTION GENERAL PERMIT FOR STORM WATER DISCHARGES

Step One: Develop an Erosion and Sediment Plan in accordance with state and federal regulations and laws. To do this, an engineering firm or NAVFAC will need to properly develop a E&SC plan and have an engineer stamp it. It is recommended that the NREA Water Program is included on any reviews during the design process.

Step Two:  Develop a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) for the project site.  There is a generic SWPPP Plan that you can use (just fill in the highlighted areas with all pertinent information and attach the maps) located on the NREA Water Programs website.  

Step Three: Develop a Stormwater Management Plan if required. An engineering firm or NAVFAC will need to properly develop it and have an engineer stamp the plan. This plan may include several attachments such as a geotechnical report, wetland studies, etc. It is recommended that the NREA Water Program is included on any reviews during the design process.

Step Four: Have your design firm or NAVFAC fill out the VADEQ Plan Reviewers checklist and sign it. Have a proper individual sign as the operator. Also, completely prepare the VADEQ Registration Statement and have it signed by the appropriate contractor or individual.

Step Five:  Obtain a copy of the license for the individual who will serves as the Responsible Land Disturber for the site. This should be someone who will be working for the construction contractor and will have oversite over the site. If the responsible land disturber is not known at this point, it can be left off the application material. But it will need to be known and provided to NREA Water Program and VADEQ before land disturbance is to begin. To obtain a Responsible Land Disturber license, please visit the follow the following VADEQ webpage: Responsible Land Disturber | Virginia DEQ

Step Six: Send all application materials to the NREA Water Program for a review. Please allow for 14 days for this review. If you have included the NREA Water Program on reviews during the design process, then at the decision of the Water Program Manager, this review maybe waived. Please reach out to the NREA Water Program Manager to discuss further.

Step Seven: Submit documents to VADEQ. For further information on how to submit to VADEQ, visit the following webpage: Stormwater - Construction | Virginia DEQ or reach out to the NREA Water Program Manager. VADEQ has 15 days to conduct a completeness review and 45 further days to conduct a technical review for a total of 60 days. Most projects get comment letters back. It is recommended that you plan for greater than 60 days review at VADEQ. The NREA Water Program recommends projects to plan for at least 120 for the review process from date of first submittal to the date that a permit is issued. Please send all documents submitted to VADEQ to the NREA Water Program Manager and tag the NREA Water Program Manager into all VADEQ correspondence. VADEQ will invoice the plan review fees once completed.

Step Eight: Once a permit is issued, a copy of that permit must be given to the NREA Water Program Manager. A preconstruction meeting must be held with the NREA Water Program Manger before land disturbance begins, please schedule this at least 1 week in advance.
